In the last newsletter there was a Resident Spot Light article on Cameron and 

Kelly Cooper, ñGoing Greenò. Well because of that Cooper article there has 

been an interest in and questions about recycling options. 

 

According to Earth911.org, even though 75 percent of what we trash every 

week could be recycled, only 25 percent is. Curbside recycling makes it easy 

for you to be part of the solution in protecting our environment. 

 

Residents would benefit from the convenient, curbside recycling program offered through 

Round Rock Refuse (billed through MUD 9). This service would encourage recycling and 

eliminate the chore of having to drag recyclables to the various recycling centers in the area.  

 

The RRR recycling program provides an 18 gallon recycle bin for newspapers, magazines, 

white paper, #1 & #2 plastics, aluminum, steel and tin cans (no glass or corrugated cardboard). 

You do not have to sort the materials just throw it all in the bin. RRR collects every Thursday. 

The charge for this service is $12 per quarter. You can contact Round Rock Refuse at 255-4980.

Back to School Tax Holiday   
Texas shoppers get a break from state and local sales 

taxes on August 15, 16 and 17 - the state's annual tax 

holiday. Lay-away plans can be used again this year to 

take advantage of the sales tax holiday. 

 

The law exempts most clothing and 

footwear priced under $100 from 

sales and use taxes, which could 

save shoppers about $8 on every 

$100 they spend. Backpacks under 

$100 and used by elementary and 

secondary students are also exempt. 

A backpack is a pack with straps one 

wears on the back. The exemption 

during the sales tax holiday includes 

backpacks with wheels, provided they can also be 

worn on the back like a traditional backpack, and mes-

senger bags. The exemption does not include items 

that are reasonably defined as luggage, briefcases, 

athletic/duffle/gym bags, computer bags, purses or 

framed backpacks. Ten or fewer backpacks can be 

purchased tax-free at one time without providing an 

exemption certificate to the seller.

Fortunately the culprits were 

apprehended by the Sheriff and it turned out they were teenagers from our neighborhood. It cost Vista Oaks about $1,000 to re-

move the graffiti and those bills are on file with the Williamson County Sheriff so that restitution can be ordered by the court. 

Because this is a a legal case against juveniles, there is little publicly available information. The wheels of justice grind slowly, as 

they say, but Plateau Properties, our management company, has continued to monitor the court case and prospects are good that 

there will be restitution.
